New to MTPA!

C.H.I.P PROGRAM ( Canadian Horse Incentive Program) 

What is C.H.I.P. about?


-any horse that is nominated and approved by the Canadian Horse Incentive Program is eligible to win matching payouts when they compete at any C.H.I.P. approved show/event in North America.


-Shows/Events are being approved across Canada as early as July 2002. Several hundred shows will be approved across North America starting in January, 2003.


-Breeders/Owners wishing to nominate horses must become a member of the Canadian Horse Incentive Program Inc.


-A one-time fee will be charged for each foal/horse.  Once nominated and approved the foal/horse will be in C.H.I.P. for the life of the horse.

Horse Eligibility Requirements:


January 1 will be considered as the official birth date of all horses.


-all foals ( starting with 2002) must be nominated into the Canadian Horse Incentive Program in the year they were born.


Under GRANDFATHER STATUS all eligible horses must be nominated into the Canadian Horse Incentive Program Inc. this year,2002, as the grandfather clause expires December 31, 2002.


-registered horses born in 1997,1998,1999, 2000 and 2001 and non-registered horses born in 2001 are eligible to be nominated into the Canadian Horse Incentive Program Inc.

Welcome to the MTPA Finals!

To qualify to compete at the Finals, a team must have penned together a minimum of 5 sanctioned shows during the 2002 season.  On the points sheets the number of shows a team has is listed under the heading “ Shows”.  If your team qualifies to pen at the finals, YOU MUST CONFIRM ENTRY OF THIS TEAM WITH EDNA ON OR BEFORE TUESDAY, SEPTEMBER 17,2002.

Remember that the points earned at the Finals count towards Year End Awards as well as the Finals Awards. The Year End Awards include High Point Team and Runners Up in each class, High Point Individual in each CTCPA Category(1,2,3,4,5&Youth) and High Point Individual Overall. The Finals operates basically like a regular sanctioned show, except that there is no limit on an idividual’s number of entries in each class. Also each team will compete two runs, one on Saturday and the second on Sunday.  Besides the regular payout there will be High Point Team and Runner –Up awards presented at the Annual Banquet,as well as a Saddle for the High-Point Individual will be awarded on the Sunday.

Herd Holding

Herd holding is sometimes viewed as one of those jobs that is simple and we tend to think is somewhat unimportant. This couldn’t be farther from the truth. Good herd holding keeps the show moving along quickly and efficiently and just as important, keeps the show fair for everyone. Below are the excerpts from our rulebook pertaining to herd holding. Please review them and when it is your turn to herd hold for the next team, try to implement them to the best of your ability. 

General Rules and Regulations CTCPA- 2002

6. Two herd settlers will move penned cattle back to the herd after a team is finished. They will make sure the herd is settled and unified between the markers. Herd settlers are to hold the herd until the cattle number is called, and then must exit immediately. 

(page 6)

10. Herd handlers are responsible for making sure that all numbers are readable. 

(page 12). Notify the judge immediately if number is unreadable.

PENNING ETIQUETTE (page 20)

Herd Holding-hustle to the herd following your run to complete your herd holding duties. Herd holders are to stay in place and exit arena immediately upon the number being called. Herd holders should exit close to the outside walls so as not to interfere with the next competing team and no attempt should be made to “bury” cattle.


Herd holders should be positioned at the side of the herd so as not to obscure numbers from the next competing team.

There a couple of other things to consider. 

· Don’t school your horse on the way out of the arena. It is fine to get a stop at the gate, but don’t be stopping, backing up, side passing etc. Teach your horse all that stuff at home.

· Under “PENNING ETIQUETTE” above it states one should not make an attempt to bury cattle. This DOES NOT mean you should leave 2 or 3 like-numbered cattle standing together on one end. Your job is to ensure a FAIR start to the run. Once the number is called, get out of the way and let the run begin! Peelers will happen and we all love it when it does, but do your best NOT to set it up.

· Your horse should be facing the herd holding the cattle between the markers and watching for cattle out of position. When and only when the number is called, should you turn and hustle out of the arena. Don’t stand with your horses butt to the cows, waiting for the judge to raise his flag!
